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RULES OF THE ROAD

* Vessels anchored outside of a navigation channel have right of
way over moving vessels.

* Vessels restricted in their maneuverability, sailboats (under sail
only), fishing boats, etc., have right of way over powerboats.

* Two powerboats approaching head on should stay on the right
and pass each other port to port. Unless they are far enough apart
to pass safely to starboard.

* When two powerboats approach each other at an angle, the right
of way goes to the boat on the right and ahead of the other. Pass
port to port

* Vessel being overtaken has right of way over overtaking vessel

+ Sailboats on a starboard tack (wind coming from the right) have
right of way over sailboats on a port tack

* When two sailboats on the same tack approach, the leeward boat
(downwind) has the right of way.
